On additional measures regarding
the implementation of the EU Project
"Support to Secondary Health Care Reform in Ukraine"

     In order to support the implementation of the international technical assistance project "Support to Secondary Health Care Reform in Ukraine", funded by the European Union, I am ordering:

     1. To amend the Order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine of November 7, 2007, No. 694 (v0694282-07), stating section 1 as follows: "To appoint the Deputy Minister V.V. Lazoryshynets as the responsible official on behalf of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine for the implementation of the international technical assistance project "Support to Secondary Health Care Reform in Ukraine" (hereinafter referred to as “project”).

     2. To approve the enclosed list of health care institutions in Zhytomyr, Poltava and Kharkiv  oblasts, participating in the implementation of the project.

     3. For the responsible Project Coordinator – Director of the Department for Health Care Development, M.P. Zhdanova, to ensure:

     3.1. Fulfillment of the requirements regarding the implementation of the project at the national level, as provided by sections 3 and 4 of the Order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine of November 7, 2007, No. 694 (v0694282-07);

     3.2. Preparation, within two weeks, of suggestions for the draft Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine on the provision of cross-industry interaction and support to the implementation process of the stated international technical assistance project in pilot regions and preparation of the relevant application for review of these suggestions by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine;

     3.3. Monitoring of the project implementation in pilot regions, analysis and generalization of relevant operational information on the matter, as well as preparation of regular meetings of the project’s Steering Committee, which is to be created in accordance with the technical assignment of the project, agreed with the Ministry of Health of Ukraine;

     3.4. Organization of regular liaison with the management of the above mentioned international technical assistance project in order to analyze its implementation process and to take measures to remove possible obstacles for its implementation.

     4. For the Heads of the Chief department of health of the Kharkiv provincial state administration, the Zhytomyr and Poltava provincial state administrations:

     4.1. To ensure the implementation of measures, provided by the technical assignment of the project, agreed with the Ministry of Health of Ukraine, on the territories of respective regions, designated as pilot regions of the project, with a focus on the measures which can facilitate the implementation of strategic reforms in the health care system, defined in the Decree of the President of Ukraine of December 6, 2005, No. 1694 (1694/2005) "On immediate measures to reform the system of health care for the population" and the National plan of the health care system development for the period up to 2010, approved by the resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of June 13, 2007, No. 815 (815-2007-п);

     4.2. To facilitate uninterrupted and timely transfer of relevant statistical data and other information, required for the implementation of the project activities, to the project experts, as well as to facilitate the organization of interdepartmental target working groups for implementing the project at the regional level and their regular meetings;

     4.3. During the whole period of the project implementation, planned for up to December 31, 2009, to provide operational information to the Ministry of Health of Ukraine, as the main beneficiary of the project, for analysis and generalization, on a quarterly basis, no later that the 10th day of the month following the quarter. This information must describe the progress of the project implementation on the territory of the province and reflect positive achievements and problems in implementing the new strategies in planning, management and financing the health care system, set forth by the technical assignment of the project.

     5. To delegate control over the execution of this Order to Deputy Minister V.V. Lazoryshynets.
